I agree that there is a loophole in the system in regards to the alternative fuels credit. Companies have taken advantage of a process that has been in place for decades to be a revenue stream.  I would agree that change needs to happen.  However, this does not need to be a broad change to include all pulping processes.  In our case we are not using a process that has been in place.  We would be adding our red liquor from our sulfite pulping process to the woody biomass used in our large boiler.  This would be an alternative fuel usage for the facility for our waste pulping liquor.  Not all pulping facilities and operations are the same, if a legislation change happens it should be on a case-by-case or process-by-process basis to ensure that the projects and initiatives by companies to become more fossil fuel independent remain in place.
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
