     I would respectfully request that Section 6426 that allows for taxpayer money to be used as a subsidy for Paper Mills to add diesel fuel to "black liquor"(as bio-mass fuel) be amended or rescinded as presently constituted.As a current member of the Paper Industry the only thing that the government is accomplishing,by this present legislation, is subsidizing companies that have been using this technology for decades.One company in particular,having gone into Chapter 11 bankruptcy in January of 2009 should not reap an unjustified reward while it's creditors face the prospect of losing several billion dollars in uncollectible debt.I refer specifically to Smurfit-Stone Container, a poorly run company that now is getting a windfall while it's creditors are left dangling. I should add that I am not a creditor but an independent member of the corrugated packaging business that sees a tremendous injustice in this present law.
 

I would ask that the loophole in this law be closed as quickly as possible.
