This is not something we have always done here at Flambeau River Papers, unlike I.P. and other large mills we have just begun using the black liquor as a way to reduce our impact on the environment. And it seems to me we are using this tax credit for the right reasons, the lawful reasons. 

With this and other alternative ways our goal is to be the greenest mill in America and we are almost to that goal. IF you  close this “loophole” you will be the people that are responsible for our setbacks. Unlike downturns in the past when it was always the market to blame, this time it would be different, this time it would be Senator Baucus and Senator Grassley to blame. So I urge you to reassess what you are trying to do, DO NOT treat all pulp and paper mills the same! There are other approaches to reach your goal without directly harming mills like mine around the country that are using this lawfully. Go after the mills that are cheating the system, look at what types of liquor are being used and stipulate what types can be used for the tax credit. I do not care what approach you take but I urge you not to take the easy way out and just close the “loophole” do your homework and come up with the right solution. In this desperate time we need leaders with solutions NOT politicians with ideas! For the health of our industry please reassess  your stance.
