One concern that I have with the current "black liquor" tax credit is the anti-environmental influence of the law:  I grew up in Northern Arizona in a town which had a paper mill as it's lifeblood (it also supported a number of other small communities in the area).  A number of years ago the mill went to 100% recycle and thus became much more "green" than it previously had.  The paper industry is very unstable and this mill is currently being threatened by the competitors in the area which are not recycle mills--these mills have lowered prices for paper very much as a result of incentives to produce black liquor...Ironically laws which, as I understand, were designed to promote alternative fuels are having an effect of encouraging unnecessary paper production and thus trees to be cut down and a 100%  

recycle plant which is very successful may go under as a result...   

Seems odd and counterproductive and counter-environmental friendly in order to get an alternative fuel...
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
