Gentlemen,

I have worked in the paper industry for 41 years with several companies, many now merged into others by consolidation. The Tomlinson Recovery boiler was invented before WW II and has been used throughout the world as the only economical chemical recovery process for the Kraft pulp and paper industry.

The idea that an old process used exactly as it has been for years, except to “sweeten” the fuel mixture with unnecessary (except to meet the regulations) diesel fuel, should be the beneficiary of tax credits is clearly another unintended consequence of poorly drafted legislation and regulation. 

Those of us who recycle as an alternative to the Kraft process are put at a huge competitive disadvantage. Our company keeps paper out of land fills, uses biomass fuel, with a tiny fraction of the emissions of the Kraft process, but they are subsidized to continue to pollute the air and water.

You should repeal the credit and make them pay back every penny, to level the playing field with the “clean operators” in this industry.
