The US “loophole” did serve the intent of the stimulus plan; the price of linerboard has gone down by $100/Ton since black liquor blending started in the 4th Quarter of 2008. 

Since the end consumers are enjoying this price reduction through distributors/wholesales, this “loophole” has the same effect as a direct tax incentive to the ultimate taxpayer.

The Canadians are doing this the right way (please see attached); recovery boilers are very expensive to build and maintain.  In order to maximize production of “Green Energy,” the Canadians are instituting a three year program to stimulate capital investment and increase black liquor production.
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
