I worked in the pulp and paper industry my entire working life and now am drawing my retirement from the same industry. I fully understand the pulp and paper industry is struggling on many levels.  The black liquor tax credit as used by pulp producers is a huge scam perpetrated on the tax paying public by pulp producers.  Burning black liquor is a basic part of the kraft process of making pulp.  In my years in the industry the use of diesel fuel in recovery boilers was limited and it was ususally during the start up phases after an extended outage.  To qualify for this credit the pulp producers had to alter the basic process by adding diesel fuel on a regular basis, thereby using a fossil fuel that would otherwise not have been used.  This loophole needs to be closed as soon as possible.
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
