This tax credit is the only thing keeping Alabama River Pulp going. We have a City wide unemployment rate of  17% now. Alabama River Pulp is our largest employer.  If not for this tax credit, they would be laying off employees and having temporary shutdowns.  The City of Monroeville cannot take another hit. Our revenues are down $ 250000.00 from last year due to people without jobs not spending money.   

As a City Councilman I beg you to keep the Alternative Tax Credit going at least until the wood products industry and the home building starts to pick back up.  By our estimates this will happen in 2010.  Therefore, please keep the present Tax credit on all alternative fuels in effect until Dec. of 2010.
