I work for a small, family-owned lumber mill in Seeley Lake, MT. The recent black liquor fiasco has resulted in our mill being paid about 20% for our residual chip product, which is a nice shot in the arm in these difficult times. HOWEVER, I don't feel that the true intention of the biofuels tax credit is being followed in this instance. The pulp industry has been burning black liquor forever and for them to begin adding a dash of diesel and claiming that it now magically qualifies as biofuel is the height of cynicism. I support your bill to disallow black liquor as an alternative fuel.
