I don't see why the burning of black liquor by paper mills is seen as a loophole in the alternate fuel tax credit legislation.  

These companies are reducing their footprint by utilizing biomass as an alternative to natural gas and I think they deserve credit for that as much as anyone else.

Just because this practice was in place before the legislation doesn't mean that the paper industry should be punished for being one of the largest alternative fuel users in the country; I thought that was a good thing!
