The broad language to include all lignin, wood residues, or spent pulping liquors derived from all pulp and paper processes is to broad for what you wish to accomplish without hurting companies which follow both the letter and spirit of the alternative fuel blending credit.

The $0.50 per gallon credit has allowed our company to utilize 25% of our red liquor from our pulping process as an alternative fuel to produce electric and steam.

Prior to the credit this 25% of our spent pulping liquor was used as dust control on rural roads form Iowa to New Mexico. Without the credit this 2 million gallons or 103.4 billion BTU's will be dumped on roads for dust control rather than producing electricity and steam. 

We began burning the red liquor from our pulp mill in 2009 only because of the alternative fuel credit. Please do not remove this incentive for mills which have not burned this byproduct for decades and do not recover any chemicals in the process as most mills do with black liquor and recovery boilers. 

We are a small independent mill with 300 employees. We started the mill out of bankruptcy 3 years ago and this credit is important to our continued success.

I ask you reconsider the language so you exclude and allow the credit to continue for companies that meet both the spirit and letter of the law.
